WHAT ARE KC CARDS??

KC Cards are given out in class and in the playground to recognise use of the 'key competencies'. The 'KC' part stands for 'Key Competency'. The key competencies are an important part of our new New Zealand Curriculum. They are skills, knowledge, attitudes and values that help us to live, learn, work and contribute as active members of the communities to which we belong. We want to encourage children at our school to use and develop them. Our KC Cards focus on these key competencies:

Managing self may include...
· Taking turns

· Being reliable

· Working as part of a group

· Setting and striving for personal goals

· Having a ‘can do' attitude when things are challenging

Participating and contributing may include...
· Taking a role in a group

· Sharing ideas and opinions

· Doing jobs around the school

· Caring for the environment

· Sharing learning with those beyond our school

Thinking may include...
· Asking questions

· Suggesting alternative ideas

· Using past experience to help learn new things

· Using ‘thinking tools' (like Venn Diagrams)

· Problem solving

· Making sensible decisions

  What happens to the KC Cards?
Children  who earn KC Cards post them into boxes outside the office. At each assembly, 2 juniors' names and 2 seniors' names are drawn out and those children choose a prize from this list:

· 20 minutes free time with a friend

· A prize from the 'lucky dip' box

· A wheelbarrow ride around the perimeter of the school (about 500m!)

· Time on the flying fox
